Instruction Mastery
Mastery is achieved when the student receives a score of 100% on both main ideas and details, and receives a rating of 5 on two written and two verbal summaries. The student should continue to submit summaries for assessment until the mastery criteria are met.  Upon mastery the student should receive 5 super bonus points.
When scoring the summaries, remember to use this scale:

· 5 = almost certain hypothetical reader would receive a perfect score if tested 

· 4 = 75% chance reader would receive a perfect score if tested 

· 3 = 50% chance reader would receive a perfect score if tested 

· 2 = 25% chance reader would receive a perfect score if tested
