Types of Tests
I.  True/False

     A.  Read the entire question before answering

     B.  Answer true only if the entire statement is true

     C.  Answer false if any part of the statement is false

II. Matching
A. Read through both lists before answering any of the questions
B. If answers can only be used once cross off the answers as you use them

III. Essay Tests

A. Read the question fully and make sure that you understand what the question is asking you to answer

B. Follow these writing steps: 

1. plan your essay 

2. write the essay

3. edit the essay

                 4.  Re-write the essay if you have time

IV. Multiple Choice

A. Start with the first question and circle and skip difficult questions so that you can return to those questions after all of the easy questions have been answered

B.  Pay close attention to questions that ask for something that “does not belong” or “is not” part of a group

C. Try to answer the question before looking at the choices

D. Read ALL of the answer choices before choosing an answer

E. Cross out wrong answer choices and choose an answer from the remaining answer choices
