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Okay, in this example for Timmy, he started out with a balance of 40 points.  Timmy has goals group on Mondays and Wednesdays, so he spent 20 of his points on a special treat during goals group on the 24th of October.  His goals counselor took his worksheet out of his folder, marked this down on his sheet under “points spent,” and calculated his remaining points to be 20.  After recreation that day, his counselor tallied up on his behavior card that he had earned 6 points, took this sheet out of his folder, and marked his 6 points for the day under “points earned.”  The counselor also tallied that he had 0 misinformations that day and marked that under “Misinformations.”  Since 0 multiplied by 5 is 0, the counselor marked “0” under the misinformation penalty.  Then, this 0 point “misinformation penalty” was subtracted from “points earned” to obtain “points accumulated” for that day – a total of 6.  That 6 points was then added to the “points remaining” to get the final “new points balance.”  Timmy was then told to graph his 6 points that he earned that day.  When he was finished with his amazingly computer-like drawing skills, he gave the sheet back to his counselor who put it back in his folder and walked him to his car.
The next day, the 25th, Timmy’s balance of 26 points from the previous day was rolled over into the “point balance” column for that day.  He did not have goals group that Tuesday, so he could not spend any points.  After recreation, his counselor noted he had spent no points and rolled his 26 points over to the “points remaining” column.  Then she tallied up his points from his behavior card that day, noting he had earned 10 and wrote that under “points earned.”  She noted that he told one misinformation and wrote that under “Misinformations.”  The misinformation penalty was then calculated to be 5 points (1 misinformation x 5 points = 5 points off).  Then, his points accumulated for that day was calculated:  10 – 5 = 5.  This 5 points was recorded under “points accumulated” and added to his “points remaining” to obtain his “new points balance” of 31.  Timmy graphed his 5 points and returned his sheet to the counselor.
The next day, Timmy earned lots of points, but lost half due to misinformation penalties.  His 31 points rolled over, and he spent 15 of them in goals group to leave him with 16.  He earned 20 points that day, but told 2 misinformations.  So he lost 10 of the 20 points he earned that day to give him a new total of 26.  Timmy graphed his 10 points and returned his sheet to the counselor.
Thursday of that week, Timmy finally got it together.  His 26 points rolled over and he could not spend any because he did not have goals group.  He earned 18 points and told no misinformations, so his new total was 44 points.  Timmy graphed his 18 points and returned his sheet to the counselor.
